The tenor Dominik Wortig is an internationally demanded singer on opera stage,
as well as in concerts and recitals, at numerous prestigious festivals and for CD
and radio productions. He's got also a teaching-position at the Leopold Mozart
Center for Music at Augsburg University as a professor for singing and as musical
director of the ,VokalSolistenAugsburg” and the ,ChorAkademieAugsburg®”.

At the Theaters in Hagen, Wuppertaler and Erfurt, the State Theaters in Braun-
schweig, Meiningen, Mainz and Wiesbaden, the Stuttgart State Opera and the
Saxon State Opera Dresden, among others, he sang almost all the important
lyrical tenorparts and extended his repertoire to selected parts of the dramatic
repertoire. In the saison 2013/14 he gave his debut at the , Teatro alla Scala” in
Milano with the ,Steuermann”in ,Der fliegende Holldnder” by Wagner.

Dominik Wortig worked with conductors such as Herbert Blomstedt, Michael
Gielen, Hartmut Haenchen, Marek Janowski, Lothar Zagrosek, Manfred Ho-
neck, Dennis Russell Davies, Robin Ticciati, Philippe Herreweghe, Christopher
Hogwood, Enoch zu Guttenberg, Thomas Hengelbrock and (in a particular way)
Helmuth Rilling. His immense repertoire, ranging from Monteverdi's ,Marien-
Vesper”, to the works of Johann Sebastian Bach and the great oratorios of Ro-
manticism and Modernity, to a series of contemporary music premieres, docu-
ments the stylistic versatility and extraordinary talent of the artist.

Dominik Wortig was born in Neuwied and received music lessons from the age
of 6. He First studied piano, church music and conducting, followed by singing
with Prof. Werner Lechte at the Robert-Schumann-Hochschule in Diisseldorf. He
also received his technical and pedagogical orientation through his first teacher,
Franziska Martienssen-Lohmann'’s pupil Anneliese Luetjohann, and by further
studies with Prof. Brigitte Fassbaender, Prof. Ingeborg Hallstein, Prof. Reinhard
Leisenheimer and Prof. Kurt Moll.
